Challenges and Opportunities of Covid 19

1. Introduction(Done)
The COVID-19 pandemic has already had devastating impacts that are likely to have long term consequences. The prolonged closure of schools due to the COVID-19 crisis has transformed education system with a variety of suggested approaches to maintain educational continuity. It is therefore crucial that the innovation and creativity stimulated by this crisis be leveraged to make education systems more just, inclusive and resilient. The COVID-19 crisis has raised salient questions about the necessity, importance and usefulness of certain curriculum content. It has highlighted the relevance of certain trends, particularly the authenticity of learning situations. Indeed, apart from academics, educational programs and student assessment, the paramount need that has emerged is to preserve students’ motivation, engagement and interest as well as their connection with school, particularly when schools are closed for long periods of time. This requires varied, flexible and authentic learning activities. In this regard, the authentic learning experiences resulting from the COVID-19 lockdown could be used to contextualize student realities during the pandemic. This represents an opportunity to rethink curricular content and approaches. It has also shown that learning can continue through distance education, especially by digital means, without students’ physical presence in schools, even though this entails some challenges. These challenges can affect various aspects of education, including the student-teacher relationship that is so crucial for student success. Even the best technologies cannot completely eliminate this distance between teacher and student. In-class education therefore remains necessary, but this must be placed in perspective and adapted to the current situation.  Many families have experienced challenges in accessing technologies, and numerous parents have experienced difficulties in terms of their abilities and availability to support their children in their learning and in the use of technologies. The experience of distance education during the pandemic has highlighted the issue of students’ independent learning. Indeed, while students are used to being supervised, guided and strictly scheduled in their school work and in using resources, including technological tools, the school closures have required them, especially those with parents who are less available to help them, to become more independent in their learning. In this regard, work plans for making students more independent and responsible could be a useful resource, provided that they are adapted for each student and each subject, and that students are explicitly taught how to use them. It therefore seems valuable to promote students’ independent learning, particularly given the possibility that a second wave of COVID-19 could disrupt the school year again and the fact that developing learning autonomy entails many advantages that are already widely acknowledged in the educational system. Specifically, greater learner autonomy would help students organize their work better, take more initiative, think more critically, and be more involved, responsible and accountable as well as make them more motivated

Uniqueness about baleen whales:
Baleen whales are some of the largest animals on earth.  Characteristic baleen plates and pairedblowholes help distinguish baleen whales from toothed whales.  All cetaceans have a long, strong diaphragm which allows them to rapidly exhale as they surface and quickly inhale before submerging. The phrase "Thar she blows!" was coined by whale hunters who spotted the column of vapor as the whales exhaled.

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Based on the former topic, Zoologial Survey of India has taken a great initiative to sensitise the people about the arrival of world’s biggest creature on the seasore of Mandarmani. I, Ms. Pritha Maity ( Asst . Teacher Of Science of MLZS Contai) and our Students of MOUNT LITERA ZEE SCHOOL,Contai have got a wonderful opportunity to listen about the Biggest Toothless Sea Giants- Baleen Whales on 24.7.20 through the webminar conducted by the key speake rDr. Siba Prasad Parida,Associate Prof. Faulty of Zoology Centurion University of Technology and Management, Bhubaneswa.According to him the bodyof the sea giant  was over 40ft-long and weighed around 50,000kg,  to an estimate provided by forest department officials .Whales do not end up lifeless in Bengal’s beaches regularly. Forest officials — local and those posted at the headquarters —struggled to identify the mammal till evening. The popular beach resort is devoid of tourists because of Covid-19 curbs but a sizable crowd gathered around the carcass, with a rush .A marine biologist with the Zoological Survey of India examined the carcass later in the day. He identified the carcass as that of a Bryde’s whale, one of the four confirmed species of baleen whales found in Indian waters. From there the identification and collection procedure of the skeleton, habitation, survey etc  was discussed by Dr Prida in detail as well.

The entire session was very interesting and informative. Which has really satisfied our thrust ofknowledge and inulcated scientific attitude in the mind of young learners.

· Our teachers explained the procedures and rules of online class to the students and parents.
· Students were always in contact via Whatsapp and teachers called them to share study materials
· Teachers made small videos and uploaded them on YouTube. They shared the links with students, so that they can replay it time and again in need to understand any topic.
· Teachers shared voice messages to clear student’s doubts and difficulties. Many images of charts, graphs were sent via Whatsapp for student’s better understanding. 
· In our school teachers explain difficult subject like Physics/Chemistry/Math through graphical representation of complex equations with the help of smart boards, charts and diagrams or models.
· Subject teachers are leveraging Audio Visual facilities in interesting ways to trigger learners’ curiosity through graphics, images and puzzles, thereby driving them to think out of the box.

· Helping students to understand their own specific learning needs and providing choice to cater for the range of those needs. 
· Setting a variety of types of tasks during each unit and using a range of resources. 
· Ensuring each task has an open-ended aspect that allows students to work at    different levels and paces. 
· Arranging for time in each teaching session to give individual support to students in need of particular attention.
· Providing support for students having difficulty on the basis that their work needs to improve to meet expectations
· We believe in never leaving the hands of the slow learners until they bloom their petals. As a measurement of bringing the slow learners to mainstream we provide extra classes and remedial to such students. 
· Most of us have had math phobia in our childhood as it used to be a subject without fun. To make the young students fall in love with math our school lay emphasize on various fun games and math lab activities from the beginners level. Even for the secondary and sr. secondary students we are organizing regular math lab classes (maintain Govt. rules and COVID protocols) as a part of their syllabus. 
· A work without a plan often leads to disaster or incompletion. So we reinforce maintaining teachers’ record like lesson plan, students’ individual records to graph their growth. The plans are done prior a week and rechecked by concerned Coordinators and monitored by Principal. 
· We are encouraging integration of Co-scholastic and Scholastic domain by means of conducting various activities in each and every academic session. All the co-scholastic as well as scholastic teachers encourage all the students to participate in various activities which are being conducted.
· Students record their performance in desired mode and share with the respective teachers.
· Teachers assigned many projects so that students can learn by hands on activity.
· Inculcation of Reading Habits was our motto in the session 2018-19 where our success rate was remarkable. Each student read at least 2 books outside of their syllabi as a result of the campaign. 
· Regular C.W and H.W are sent in Whatsapp. Study materials are shared in E-Plus platform as well as Whatsapp.
· We involve parents in regular teaching learning process and give them vivid picture of their ward’s performance as well as counselling of parents are conducted by our own Special Educators and resource persons from various institutions through regular Google-meetings.
· Parents have a direct access to communicate with the Class-Teacher for regular update of their child and the cases which need  personal attention can be escalated directly t through the provision of Communicate in our Portal. More than fifty notices were circulated to the students and parents to bridge the gap between school community and teachers’ community.
